Ecclesiastes 12:14 – For God will bring every act to judgment, 
including every hidden thing, whether good or evil. (CSB) 

 
 
 
Romans 2:16 – And this is the message I proclaim—that the day is 

coming when God, through Christ Jesus, will judge everyone’s 
secret life.

Philippians 1:9-11 – And I pray this: that your love will keep on 
growing in knowledge and every kind of discernment, 10so that you 

may approve the things that are superior and may be pure and 
blameless in the day of Christ, 11filled with the fruit of righteousness 
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that comes through Jesus Christ to the glory and praise of God.
